Q: I take medication daily and will be leaving the country 
soon.  What if I need to refill my prescription while I’m gone?
A. Take enough medication to last for the entire trip, plus extra 
in case of unexpected delays as refilling a prescription in a 
foreign country can be difficult. Frequently, the prescription 
must be written by a local doctor in the country you’re visiting. 
So, as a precaution, carry a letter from your physician describing 
your medical condition and any prescription medications you 
need. Leave medications in their original containers, clearly 
labeled, and pack them in your hand luggage. Pack a backup 
supply in your checked luggage. 

Q.  Can I use a U.S. credit card in Europe?
A. E uropean banks issue credit cards with embedded 
computer chips—chip & PIN  cards. Most U.S. credit cards 
have a magnetic strip that is not always compatible with 
European credit card readers and can’t be used at automated 
ticket kiosks.  Some major U.S. banks are just now starting to 
issue credit cards with “chip” technology.  If you’re traveling to 
Europe, check with your credit card company to see if you can 
get a chip & PIN card.  If that’s not an option for you, Travelex, 
a major currency exchange company, now offers a chip & PIN 
“Cash Passport” MasterCard-branded currency card that you 
can load with either Euros or British Pounds.

A. You’ve been to France, you’ve visited Sydney—some of the 
most loved destinations. N ow you’re looking for a bit more 
adventure. H ow about an A mazon River cruise? Winding 
through dense and biologically diverse tropical rainforest, 
the A mazon is the world’s largest river by volume.
